70. Sedition is a grave offence and necessitates a higher degree of care when invoking the
charge, to avoid interference of a person’s liberty.""" Per Section 124A of the IPC, sedition is
an act that excites or attempts to excite disaffection (disloyalty and all feelings of enmity)'™,
or brings or attempts to bring hatred or contempt, towards the Government.' But Explanations
2" and 3'" to Section 124A clearly state that comments expressing disapprobation against

measures or ads action of the Gi ent do not amount to sedition.

471. It is submitted, pertinent to these facts, that the Court has clarified that any citizen in a
democracy, is entitled to constructively criticise the Government."™ In the present case, Mr.
